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[bookmark: _GoBack]Overview:  The following lesson will be co-taught in the library with 7th grade classroom teachers and Niki Keuch, a teacher-librarian.

Creating a Timeline of Turkey
 

	 Essential Question from the 7th Grade  Social Studies Curriculum
• What accounts for the rise and fall of societies/empires/civilizations? 
Timeframe studied in 7th Grade Social Studies 
•  7th grade Social Studies addresses World History from the Roman Empire through European Contact with North America. 
 Essential Skills from the 7th  Grade Curriculum
Students will be able to think chronologically by:
• Interpreting data presented in timelines and by creating timelines to visualize parallels between the eras and places 
• Explaining continuity and change overtime


	Time Frame: Two 45 minute classes.

	Materials: 
1. 15 hard copies of a blank timeline graphic organizer for each class.
2. pens/pencils/ colored pencils/ markers
3. 15 computers to access the library’s online World Book Encyclopedia

	Lesson Objective:
• to understand the major historical events/people which led Turkey’s history through Roman Rule, the Byzantine Empire, and finally the Ottoman Empire


	Activity: Working in pairs, students will create a simple timeline showing the eras of Roman Rule, Byzantine Empire, and the Ottoman Empire in Turkey using the library’s online World Book Encyclopedia.  Below the timeline students will list 2-3 key events/people within each of those eras. The students will also select and print 3 images they believe reflect each era to place on their timeline.  I would show a slide show of artifacts I had seen and places I had visited in Turkey that reflect the time of Roman Rule, the Byzantine Empire, and the Ottoman Empire, so the students are able to visualize these periods in Turkey’s history.  I would be able to supplement my photos with others found online.  Each student team of two would present their timeline to the class explaining why they selected the events/people/ and images they used for creating their timeline. The students’ timelines of Turkey would be displayed in the hall outside the library.






Library Resources from Turkey
In the Chief Joseph Middle School library, there will be a Turkish display in the history and geography section of the nonfiction collection.  It will include a looping slide show of photos taken while I was in Turkey. Books I purchased for the library will be around the display.
