	6th Grade Social Studies Lesson – 
Mapping Turkey: “The Bridge between East and West”


	Essential Understandings from the 6th Grade Curriculum
By the end of 6th grade, all students understand:
	• how to effectively use a map (direction, scale, legend, grid)
	• geography’s influence on human migration, settlement and development
Timeframe studied in 6th Grade Social Studies
In 6th grade Social Studies addresses World History from human origins to the end of the Roman Republic.

	Time Required:
Two 45 minute class periods.

	Materials Needed:
1. 30 black line, hard copy maps of Turkey with bordering countries for each class.
2. A set of thirty world atlases from the library.
3. Pens/Pencils/Colored Pencils
4. LCD projector for projecting additional maps of Turkey.
5. Power Point Slide presentation of places labeled on the map. (created by Niki Keuch)

	Lesson Objectives:
· To understand how the geographical location of Turkey led it to become a cultural crossroads and bridge between Europe and Asia.
· To locate, label and learn about places in Turkey linked to important ancient historical events and traditions: Troy,  Çatal Höyük, Istanbul (Constantinople), Ephesus, Bursa, Aphrodisias, Cappadocia, Ankara
· To locate, label and learn about important geological places in and surrounding Turkey Turkey: Tigris and Euphrates Rivers, Pamukkale, Mt. Erciyes, Lake Van, Mt. Ararat, Taurus Mountains, Pontic Mountains, Black Sea, Sea of Marmara, Bosphorus, Aegean Sea, Mediterranean Sea and the 8 bordering countries.

	Activity:
Students will create a map of Turkey including labeling famous cities, and major lakes, mountain ranges, and rivers.  They will also label the 8 boarding countries.  After the students complete their maps, I would present a slide show of the geographically diverse areas of Turkey I had visited.  They would be able to trace my travels on their maps as well as other famous sites I didn’t visit.  We would discuss the general concept of Turkey being a cultural crossroads and bridge between Europe and Asia. Their maps of Turkey would be displayed in the hallway outside the library.




Library Resources from Turkey
In the Chief Joseph Middle School library, there will be a Turkish display in the history and geography section of the nonfiction collection.  It will include a looping slide show of photos taken while I was in Turkey. Books I purchased for the library will be around the display.
