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Student Learning Objective: Compare nation building of Mustafa Kemal Ataturk with other nationalist leaders

Context: This activity is for an Inclusion and/or ELL class of World History class of 9th and 10th graders. Students have previously studied imperialism and nationalism. Students will have already studied Turkey’s fight for independence and major components of the Turkish constitution. Students will have previously listed information about Ataturk and policies of the newly-formed Turkish Republic in a graphic organizer that includes the headings listed below (some personal info about the leader and the SPICE framework that is typically used in AP World History classes).

Student Activities:
This is a multi-day activity.
Activities for Day 1:
1. Do now: If you were starting a new nation, what are 3 rules/laws you would want to put in your nation’s Constitution?
2. Post class list. Discuss reasons for choices.
3. Teacher explains the week’s project. Students will be working in teams of 3 to learn about a nationalist leader of the 20th century. 

4. Students begin reading and researching about their assigned leader (see below).

Day 1 and 2: Students use teacher –provided web sites and text to read about their assigned leader. Students organize information about leader into graphic organizer (see above) 
Day 3: Students prepare an oral presentation to “teach” their leader to the rest of the class. The oral presentation will have a creative element. Presentations can be a political campaign speech, a press conference, a family talking about how the leader’s policies have affected them, an Oprah type show interviewing the leader, a TV commercial in support of the leader, other (if approved by the teacher). All members of the group must have a speaking part in the presentation. 
Days 4 and 5. Presentations of Nationalist Leaders and their plans for their new nations. During oral presentations, students take notes in a graphic organizer on other groups’ leaders.  After each presentation, non-presenting groups write a comment or question from their nationalist leader’s point of view that reflects and comments upon something said by the presenting leader. These will be read out and responded to by the performing leader.
Day 5 and 6. Summative Assessment. Students select one of the OTHER leaders they just learned about. From the point of view of that leader, they write a first person letter to Ataturk comparing and contrasting the leaders’ philosophies and actions as nationalist leaders of newly –formed nations. Students will complete a Venn diagram as part of the pre-writing process. Students must compare some personal biographical information as well as 3 substantive topics from the organizer. (start in class, finish at home, as necessary).
