1. 20th Century Classes (3 Honors and 1 College Prep)

Opening day- homework assignment is to research how a penguin is connected to the Gezi Park protest.  We have a classroom Penguin which is pictured below. 
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2. We have a block schedule which means I have each class every other day.  I plan to show a group of slides every Friday at the beginning of class.  It would be a 5 minute exposure to my experiences in Turkey.  For example, one Friday I would show slides of Troy.  I would mention how Heinrich Schliemann used parts of Homer’s Iliad to find Troy.  Then students would have a 5 minute write on a question I project.  The write will be on paper with a picture of Troy.  Each student will save the writing assignment in a scrapbook to be handed in at the end of each quarter.

The first unit for my 20th Century class is Imperialism.  I plan to open with a power point on Turkey.  I have a learning wall in my classroom and the slides from a power point will be displayed on it. My presentation is a model for what students will research regarding various imperialist nations and colonial experiences. The over-arching question for this project is: Did the actions of the imperial nation have a positive influence on the colony which later became a nation in the 20th century? Each student needs to write an essay using information presented in their power point presentation.  Each team will present their findings to the class.

3. Term Paper and Conversations 

My Honors class will be given a list of historic persons who are matched-up so later a conversation can take place between the two historical figures.
Directions: 

First they select a partner and between them decided which pair of historic figures they want to research.
Second they research each person and write a term paper that highlights events in each person’s life that involved civil rights and nationalism.  The facts written into the term paper will later be incorporated into their conversation.

Third part is the conversation.  They will sit in rocking chairs and talk in character.  The conversation has to be positive, productive and include facts from the term paper.  The two historic characters may not end up agreeing but they have to end the conversation peacefully.  They must prepare a team slide show that includes the name, picture and country (map) of their historic person. 
Fourth section involves note-taking.  Students not presenting must take notes on the conversation.  They must identify who the speakers are and historic information on each.  They also have to find and label each conversationalist’s country on a world map. 

Fifth part is each student then will write an essay that includes facts on Turkey’s, their nation and one other nation’s process in developing nationalism and civil rights.
