Topic:			A History of the Ottoman Empire from the 13th through 20th 
			Centuries

Intended Course:	Advanced Placement European History
			12th Grade – target timing:  end of 3rd quarter or early 4th quarter

Lesson Description:

This lesson is designed to be a brief overview of the Ottoman Era from the 13th through 20th centuries.  Students in Advanced Placement European History will have been introduced to Byzantine and early Ottoman history throughout the first semester and this lesson plan is focused on a review of the entire Ottoman era.  Timing of the lesson plan will be focused during the late third quarter when students are examining late 19th century history following the Congress of Berlin in 1878 and the division of the Ottoman Empire through World War I.  The content of the Advanced Placement European History course covers from the end of the Crusades through the 20th century.  This specific lesson is being designed in conjunction with my attendance on the Turkish Cultural Foundation teacher study tour held July 2013.  This lesson utilizes resources from the Turkish Cultural Foundation in addition to readings, audiovisual materials and primary source document analysis with a both formal written and technology based assessment.  Assessment includes an oral presentation with a PowerPoint and/or Prezi accompaniment and a small 2-3 page research paper.


Objectives:

· Understand a basic overview of the Ottoman Empire.
· Analyze the rise and decline of the Ottoman Empire.
· Explain how the Ottoman Empire was able to dominate southeastern Europe from the 15th through late 19th centuries.
· Analyze the main issues that helped cause the decline of the Ottoman Empire, her division and eventual end post World War I.
· Utilize varied primary source documents, periodicals, audiovisuals and oral testimony to further understand the rise and decline of the Ottoman Empire.

Essential Questions:

· Identify the circumstances that brought about the Ottoman Empire and its interaction with western Europe.
· How did shifting alliances between the Ottomans and the west contribute to the eventual disappearance of the Ottoman Empire?
· What factors eventually brought about the  end of the Ottoman Empire and the rise of modern Turkey in the 1920s?

Assessment:

Primary assessment:   A two-part student choice/jigsaw project that allows students to examine the rise, decline and division of the Ottoman Empire.  Part I is a technology based research, investigation and oral presentation project that utilizes either an interactive white board (IWB), PowerPoint or Prezi presentation format.  Part II is a mini 2-3 research paper that includes primary source document analysis.  
Secondary Assessment:  Cold War European geography quiz and photo/event identification chart.

Essential Questions:

· How did the religious situation in western Europe contribute to the influence of the Ottomans?
· How do shifting political alliances among western Europe, Russia and the Ottoman Empire affect a balance of power in Europe?
· What are the key political and military events of the Ottoman Empire from the 13th to 20th century?
· What factors eventually brought about the division of the Ottoman Empire from the late 19th to the early 20th century?

Know:

· Key terms and dates associated with the Ottoman Empire.  Examples:  Osman I, 1389, 1453, Suleiman the Magnificent, Prince Eugene of Savoy, 1829, Crimean War, Bismarck, 1878, Balkan Conflicts.
· The key places and events of major conflicts during the Ottoman Empire.
· How World War I ultimately led to the demise of the Ottoman Empire.

Understand:

· A basic summary of events during the Ottoman Era from the 13th through the 20th century.
· Understand connections among the development of industrialism, shifting political alliances and the relationship between western and eastern Europe.
· The basic events that lead to the ultimate division and disappearance of the Ottoman Empire.
· A basic geography of the Ottoman Empire in Europe.

Do:

· Read textbook selections on Ottoman history and complete reading notes.
· Complete two part culminating assessment project that involves an oral presentation, interactive whiteboard PowerPoint presentation and a mini 2-3 page research paper.

The unit project is divided into two parts:

Part 1 – A research and investigation project into a key event or figure from the Ottoman Empire or Turkish history from the 13th through 20th centuries.  See choices on following pages.

Part 2 – A mini 2-3 page research paper that examines the topic and includes primary source document analysis.

Process:

Review examples of topics from the Ottoman Era and decide which one you will examine for the unit project.  Note:  you are not limited by this list.  Please see me if interested in another topic.

Consider the following questions as guidelines for your IWB/PowerPoint presentation:

· Who were the key leaders during the event or timeframe?
· What goals or priorities prompted the event?
· What were some of the major historical events before, during or following topic?
· What occurred at this time?  Consider at least 5-10 key events and possibly casualty figures if applicable.
· What were the immediate results?
· What were short or long term impacts?

Part 1 - a research and oral presentation project should be completed in a professional looking and NEAT Power Point presentation format. (Minimum  7-10 slides plus works cited)
