	8th Grade English Language Arts Lesson –
Turkish Tales 


	Common Core State Standards for Reading Literature for 8th Grade
Students will be able to:
• Determine a theme or central idea of a text and analyze its development over the course of the text, including its relationship to the characters, setting, and plot; provide an objective summary of the text.


	Lesson Objective:
• to read,  hear and analyze a variety of Turkish folktales


	Time Required: one 45 minute period

	Materials:
1. 15 hard copies of a graphic organizer for analyzing short tales (one per 2 person team)
2. Selected tales from Folktales from Turkey: From Agri to Zelve by Serpil Ural, The Tales of Nasrettin Hoca a Silkroad Publication, and information from the Turkish Cultural Foundations literature portal.

	Activity for 8th Grade English Language Arts Classes
Students will work in pairs.  Each pair of students will be given a short Turkish tale to read.  They will fill out a graphic organizer on the tale’s theme, characters, setting, and plot.  The pair will write a short summary of the Turkish tale and share their summary with the class, giving all the students a chance to read one Turkish tale and hear the summaries of many Turkish tales.  I will research which stories would be best to use with 8th grade students.




Library Resources from Turkey
In the Chief Joseph Middle School library, there will be a Turkish display in the history and geography section of the nonfiction collection.  It will include a looping slide show of photos taken while I was in Turkey. Books I purchased for the library will be around the display.
