Lesson Summary

Briefly describe the purpose of the lesson and the student activities.

Unity and division are the key concepts that this semester/year long activity addresses. Throughout time events, geography, governments, human migration, culture, and religion influence the development of man and his societies. This is a timeline lesson that will connect one individual country (Turkey) with events throughout the world. The purpose is to see how the events in different geographical regions of the world might influence the culture and society and then compare these results to a single unique geographical area (Turkey). 
Throughout the semester/year students will be introduced to many different time periods of study by the teacher.  Through the normal course of study students will be exposed to many different views on religion, culture, societies, geography, government and migration. Students will be required to understand this information then research these topics during the same time period of study as they relate to Turkey.

Objectives

	· Students will gain in depth knowledge of how Culture, Religion, Government and social norms influence both place and people over time. 

	· Students will learn how to communicate knowledge in unique and creative ways.

	· Students will be able to explain how the lesson categories both united and divided different groups of people. 

	· Students will be able to explain how past societies and cultures are connected with societies and cultures in the future.

· Students will understand the importance of Turkey throughout history and how its geographical location has impacted the world as a whole. 


Lesson Procedures
The teacher will create a pre-history world timeline that address the following categories, and time periods. 

Government, Politics and War


Art and Culture


Science and Technology


Religion and Philosophy


Daily Life and Health

The timeline will incorporate images, as well as written factual material to address each category.
Students in groups or two or three will continue to create the world timeline based on the following requirements.

Students in groups of two or three will also create a Turkey timeline that address the same categories, time periods and follows the same requirements. 
Requirements: World and Turkish timeline
Identify the type of government and how or if politics played a part in government.

Explain how or if art was an integral component of the society’s culture. Provide examples of the art work and how it was displayed for the people. Explain the purpose and importance of public art in the society. 
Explain how advanced the society was in regards to science and technology, were they further ahead of the world or further behind. Had they gained understandings or lost knowledge known by a previous society. Explain what was advanced science and technology for the time period and society? 
What was the importance of religion and philosophy during the time period? Why and how were the people influenced to practice in a certain manner or to follow a certain philosophy?

Describe the daily life of the common Turkish citizen? How did it differ from the upper class? How did it differ from the ruling class? Were the citizens healthy and explain the practice of medicine during this time period? 

How did Turkish culture, society during this time period compare or contrast to the comparable world during this time period? 
What were the leading factors in Turkish culture/society that unified or divided people during this time period? 

Identify and explain the most important event, or philosophy that had the greatest impact on the future groups of people living in this specific geographical area (Turkey).
