Lesson Plan on Turkish Shadow Puppets

Grade Level: High School 			
Description: This lesson plan includes the following components; writing (including description, story-telling, and reflection), studio art (including creating, designing, drawing, coloring, cutting, assembling), and critique and presentation. High school art students will share with 8th grade art students. The presentation will include a show-and-tell; steps in the process of thinking through and creating a character, a plot-summary of the puppet story, and a puppet show.  Teachers can opt to leave out the writing component and focus only on the character sketch and creating a shadow puppet. 
Overview: Students will learn about a traditional art form from Turkey. They will watch a DVD of Turkish Shadow Puppet Theater and learn about character types used in traditional theater stories. Students will create a new character. Then they will compose stories that incorporate their characters with other traditional characters. Students will strive to use forms of word play (puns, wit, paradox, malapropisms, and exaggeration) and communication breakdowns in their stories.  Students will draw, color, and assemble their character using Karagoz characters as a guideline.  
Lesson Objectives:
1. Students will learn about Karagoz and Turkish Shadow Theater plays.
2. Students will watch and discuss DVD presentation of several plays by Dr. Metin And.
3. Students will write character sketch and include the character in a story. 
4. Students will make drawings in sketchbook of character. 
5. Students will create character using a manila folder, sharpies, and oil.
6. Students will present to 8th grade students. 
7. Students will publically display puppets for others to see. This will be at the Moore Library. 
Materials: Map of Turkey, background history on Turkish Shadow Puppets, DVD of Puppet Theater, pictures of Karagoz characters, manila file folders, Exacto knives, sharpies in bright colors, baby oil, Q-tips, waxed thread, needles for sewing, chop sticks. 
Procedures: 
Day One
1. Open the lesson by having students think about a question they have about Turkey. Record this question in their sketchbook.
2. Show maps of Turkey and slides of people and places in Turkey. Present a brief history about the role in the world of Turkey geographically and historically. Students use their sketchbooks to list 3 things they learned, 2 questions they still have, and 1 thing they enjoyed about the information. 
3. Students take turns reading the history of Turkish Shadow Theater (see TCF Study Tour Book). 
4. Students watch DVD of Turkish Shadow Puppet Theater. 


Day Two – Day Five
1. Show students examples of puppets purchased in Turkey and tell about the main characters Karagoz and Hacivat. 
2. Show slides and tell about all characters. Have copies of photos of characters available or email students copies of the digital photos.  
3.  Using photographs of puppets as a guide, students create a new puppets with distinct characteristics. Color the puppet with colored pencils to establish the color scheme. This is the model that will be made later with Manila paper. 
Day Six 
1. Write a story featuring the new character. Include traditional characters as well. Finish composing and editing story outside of class. (length 1- typed page single-spaced)
Day Seven – Day Twelve
1. Trace the puppet pattern pieces from sketchbook design onto manila file folder. Outline with a black sharpie marker and color with sharpies. Use Exacto-knives to cut out areas in the eyes and clothing. 
2. Cut our puppet pieces and attach using basic cross stitch x using needle and waxed thread. 
3. To make the paper transparent, apply oil to puppet using tissues or Q-tips saturating the paper.  
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Present to 8th grade students.  Display at school and then at Moore Library.

[Craftsmanship: pieces are cut carefully with Exacto knife, color is saturated and bright, sewing knots are tight and neat, details are included in dress and facial features. 
Sketchbook Work: question from day one, 3-2-1 from day two, preliminary drawing of puppet with color scheme identified. 
Presentation: classroom critique, display with artist statement/reflection. ]
