20th Century World Leaders who have Shaped the Modern World

SUBJECT: Advanced Placement World History
TIME REQUIRED: Two 90-minute class periods
OBJECTIVES:
1. SWBAT define key concepts such as nationalism, nation building reforms, imperialism, etc. 
2. SWBAT research and categorize reforms (based on social, political, economic and cultural aspects) made by various influential leaders.  
3. SWBAT analyze secondary sources and extrapolate key tenets.
4. SWBAT explain changes and continuities in a leader’s reforms.
5. SWBAT compare and contrast Ataturk to other leaders based on style, reforms and legacy.
6. SWBAT employ persuasive skills to convince others that their leader is most deserved of the 20th century leadership prize.

MATERIALS REQUIRED:
· Handout 1: 20th Century Leadership Prize Assignment
· Handout 2: Leadership Profile
· Handout 3: Comparison Chart 
· Various readings for their assignment leader (see handout 1 references)

BACKGROUND:
There have been several leaders that have had a significant impact on the 20th century.  Some leaders’ influences have endured long after their reign.  Students will choose one leader to thoroughly research and will delineate their reforms by completing a SPICE chart (social, political, interaction between human/environment, cultural and economic).  Students will employ various AP skills by analyzing changes and continuities of a leader’s reforms and comparing various world leaders.  Finally, groups of students will utilize persuasive skills to convince the class that their leader is the most deserved of the 20th Century Leadership prize.
PROCEDURE:
Aim: How have various 20th Century Leaders shaped the Modern World (especially in terms of Nation Building and Nationalism)?
Do Now: Define Leadership.  Give at least 1 example of a good leader and why, and a bad leader and why?
1. Teacher will define Nationalism and provide a background on the legacy of imperialism.  Countries built during the 20th century have had to create their nations using borders that were many times imposed upon them by other countries (but not always) with multiple ethnicities within one country while using the concept of nationalism to bind their new states together.  Teacher will also review the impact of World War 1 on the modern world.
2. Students will research in groups or 3 the reforms and/or ideas promoted by leaders who were essential in the forming of their nations using a SPICE graphic organizer (Social, Political, Interaction between Humans and the Environment...Environmental protections and/or agriculture, Culture, Economics) and answer 6 main questions (see handout 2).
3.  In completing handout 2, students should underline reforms that stem from Enlightenment ideals (representation, democracy) and highlight ideas/reforms, which promote national identity (e.g., all those in Turkey are Turks regardless of ethnicity) 
4. In completing handout 2, students will think about perspective by answering questions about their leader e.g., what legacy do these leaders have in their home countries and abroad? 
5. In completing handout 2, students will answer questions relating to changes and continuities, e.g., how has the reforms changed over time? How have they remained the same? 
6. Students will present their research to the class and persuade others why their leader deserves the Leadership Prize, while other students are completing comparison charts (see handout 3). 
7. After all groups have presented, students will compare leaders to find similarities and differences between them.  Teacher will ask for common themes most leaders carry and unique reforms.  Why might these exist?
8. Wrap up summary: students will choose one leader, other than their own, to award a 20th century leadership prize to and provide criteria for their selection. 
9. Reflection:  For homework, students will write a paper comparing Ataturk to another 20th century leader.  The student must use at least 3 of the themes from the SPICE acronym to compare.

EVALUATION:
Students will be assessed in various ways.  First, they will be graded on their ability to research their leader and extrapolate their major reforms by completing the Leadership Profile (handout 2).  Students will also be assessed on their ability to demonstrate understanding in their presentation and in their ability to persuade others of why their leader is the most deserved of the Leadership Prize.  Students will also be assessed on their ability to make comparisons among various 20th c leaders (see handout 3).  Finally, students will be assessed on their AP compare/contrast reflection paper.

Overview

	1. Leadership Profile (handout 2) (40%):  You should use a variety of sources to gather information on your leader, specifically in reference to their reforms and to their nation building efforts.  You must complete the SPICE chart and answer the questions on the handout.  You can use additional space.

2. Presentation (20%):  You will present your leader to the class in a persuasive fashion to convince others that your leader is the most deserved of the Leadership Prize. You should demonstrate a sound understanding of the leader’s reforms and articulate why he/she is the most significant figure of the 20th century.

3. Comparison Chart (handout 3) (20%): You should take notes on the other group’s presentations and then complete the comparison chart delineating 3 similarities and 3 differences between any two leaders.  

4. Reflection (20%): Write a 1-2 page reflection comparing Ataturk to any other leader based on their legacy and reforms.  You must follow the AP compare/contrast essay-writing format.
